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But Trouble Is Feared on inaugura-
tion Day—Small Guard at
Slaton’s House.
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ATLANTA, June 23.—A committee of
Atlanta Jews today made an appeal to
Solicitor General Hugh Dorsey, who
prosecuted L.eo M. Frank, in behalf of
their co-religionists at Marietta, where
it was asserted that a movement had
been 1nitiated to drive the Jews from the
city as a result of the feeling aroused
by the action of Governor Slaton in
commuting Frank's death sentence. .

Marietta is a populous town about
twenty miles from Atlanta, and the feel-
ing is intense there because it was- the
birthplace of Mary Phagan, and she
was buried there. Many relatives of the
murdered girl live in Marietta and Cobb
County. Marietta is the home of ex-
Governor Joseph M. Brown, who strong-
ly urged Governor Slaton to allow the
death sentence to stand.

There have already been anti-Slaton
outbreaks at Marietta. MNonday night
an effigy of Governor Slaton was hanged
in the public square. It bore the in-
scription : ** John M. Slaton, King of the
Jews and Traitor Governor of Georgia.”

The Atlanta Jews who calied uon »>o-=
licitor General Dorsey today said that

ordering them (o leave the city. I{i1e was
also informed that notices had been
posted on doors or stores of Jewish mer-
chants warning them they could not do
business in Marietta. l
Mrs. I. Springer, prominent in philan-
thropic work in Atlanta, appeaied to
Nr, Dorsey to do what he could to stop
the agitation in Marietta. He promised
his aid and telegraphed Solicitor Herbert
Clay at Marietta, urging him to take
steps to stop the agitation. Solicitor
Clay replicd that in the event of trouble
protection wouid be given the Jews at
Marietta. !

While the effigy of the Gov-
ernor was hanging a man in the crowd
who had three daughters with him al-
lowed each of them to take his pistol and
fire a shot into it. The effigy, which
lg‘ore the inscription, ** Georgia’s Traitor
Governor,” was finally cut down and
burned in the public square.

Frank Juror's 'Statemeni.

Milledgeville. He recalled this todav
and said sadly: “ I never expected to
come to Milledgeville as a prisoner.
